COVID - 19 RESPONSE
STAY IN PLACE and STAY SAFE ORDER

On March 25, 2020, with support from the Local Health Authority and all Mayors of incorporated municipalities within Burnet
County, County Judge James Oakley enacted a Stay in Place and Stay Safe Order for all of Burnet County, Texas.

The order takes effect at 11:59pm Wednesday, March 25, 2020 and continues until it is extended, rescinded, superseded or
amended in writing by the Burnet County Judge.

This order requires nonessential businesses to close temporarily. Essential businesses are defined in the order and described
below. Any business not listed in the order as essential must close to the public and Burnet County residents working for a
nonessential business are required to stay home and not travel to their place of employment.

The intent of this order is to slow the spread of the COVID-19 virus.

use social distancing by at least six feet of space
